• Check physical seal dimensions with various mechanical and optical measuring equipment and ensure that 
they are within the tolerance specified on the drawing. 

• Carry out batch inspection parts at regular intervals as defined in the SOP. 

• Batch inspect parts for defects and dispose of any parts that do not meet parameters. 

• Run first offs and check dimensions of the first off to drawing and make any adjustments as required. 

• Finishing operations. 

• Packing/packaging operations. 

• To ensure that work schedules are followed, and to immediately report issues why this may not be possible.  

• To ensure that all machine and personal safety procedures are followed at all times.  

• To adhere to all factory health & safety issues together with good housekeeping within your own appointed
